The Best in Show was judged by the NAGC Board of Directors from all entries that earned a first place. 
Best in Show was awarded to Medal of Honor, the winner for Public Affairs/Relations or Educational 
Program. It was entered by the 3rd Combat Camera Squadron. The principal contributor is Steve Ninotta.

The NAGC Blue Pencil & Gold Screen Awards Competition salutes superior communications efforts of 
government agencies and recognizes the people that create them.  Blue Pencil Award categories are 
designed for writing, editing, photography, and published products, such as magazines, books, 
newsletters, and other related materials.  Gold Screen Award categories recognize audio-visual and 
multimedia products, including broadcast and Internet-based products. 
 
More than 430 entries in 38 categories were received and judged by a prestigious panel of experts and 
merited a total of 39 First Place, 37 Second Place, and 59 Awards of Excellence.  Nineteen of the winning 
entries were from county or city government agencies. The Arkansas Game and Fish Commission 
garnered nine awards, two more than any other organization.
